MONDAY 22ND AUGUST 2016, DALWALLINU DISCOVERY CENTRE 
1) Kununurra Trip Debrief: The committee recieved feedback from the recent grower trip to Kununurra and 
discussed what members were able to take away from the tour. 

2) Strategic Objective Review: The committee discussed the strategic plan that is due to be revised next year and 
reviewed the third objective with any required amendments noted.  

3) Liebe 20th Anniversary Celebrations: The committee discussed how members would like to see the 
achievement celebrated. Options are to be displayed at the Spring Field Day, with suggestions able to be 
received from members. 

4) Main Trial Site Update: The committee was updated on the Post Seeding Field Walk preparations  including 
plans for a brainstorming session along with the usual R&D Meeting. The committee was updated on the 
upcoming Spring Field Day on 8th September, with all plans going ahead, agenda to be sent through to 
members. The DDHS will be attending.  

5) GRDC + Ag Minister Meeting: The committee was updated on the opportunity for members to meet with Peter 
Roberts and Roger States from GRDC at the Dowerin Field Day. Stuart Kearns is unavailable for the meeting. A 
meeting with Dean Nalder has also been organised for committee members to attend to discuss the importance 
of Liebe, gaps in the region without funding and how the gap of reduced activity by DAFWA will be filled. 

6) Project Update: The committee was updated on the current status of Liebeôs project applications as well as 
opportunities such as the Wheatbelt NRM grants up to $15K, Royalties for Regions from $50-$300K. There is 
currently also funding available around livestock. 

7) GGA Forum: Two staff members recently attended the GGA Forum in Perth, where Lilly presented a session on 
óRunning a successful farm trialô.
